Having enjoyed all my adult life in Cornwall, taken advantage of the many outdoor activities, I feel very fortunate to have such fantastic surroundings, to be inspired by. The natural beauty all around this most fascinating county cannot help but influence in a positive way. As a canoeist I have access to some of the more secret parts in the inner waterways, watching the patterns of the water, the wildlife up close, and on special occasions calm clear moonlit nights. Try it, it will take your breath away.

I came to jewellery through a lifelong fascination with metal, I am drawn to movement and sculptural forms. My feeling is that much jewellery is casually worn, with little thought or connection by the person wearing it. I look to add interest through, not just the themes, but also the physical properties of the piece. I imagine the person who wears my work continually exploring its surfaces and finish, both visually and through its tactile, raised surfaces.

Chasing and Repousse` are ancient techniques that trace back thousands of years. I was for[image: image1.jpg]®
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tunate to discover the working practices of this sculptural, three dimensional technique through the diverse and beautiful metal art of both Victoria Lansford, and David Huang.

This ancient and time consuming process requires the working of the metal upon special pitches. Refining the reverse and front, moulding and shaping the piece. All the tools required to shape the metal I make myself. This enables me to create unique surface textures, figuring out ideas for a movement then creating a new tool profile to realise it. The act of making requires many working stages to complete. I like to look at this way of working as very sculptural, a little like working in clay, instead of adding material, pushing, stretching and forming it into the shape required, I use unique tools that take the place fingers would perhaps occupy if the metal was more yielding.

A consequence of this process is that, even if a piece is made again, no two will be exactly the same. Your metal art will always be unique and unrepeatable. Very best wishes.
